Building 3-0 ohJeCh uch as 
cube . trapezoids and other shapes \\Us a way to earn honus points 
in geometry. 

In physical science. Biology I. and Biology II the students dis-
ected animal mcludmg rats and frogs. In Chemistry I and II and 

phy ics the student participated in labs that dealt with dangerous 
and poi onou chemicals.
