A SHORT HISTORY OF TELL CITY HIGH SCHOOL 

There are 211 graduates this year, which makes a grand total of 3,307 graduates 
from T.C.H.S. 

The first class to graduate was the class of 1905, with 3 members. At that time, 
our high school hrd two teachers----Hr. Chris Newman, superintendent of schools, and 
Hr. Hardin Whitmarsh, principal of the high school. 

In the early days, there were few subjects offered, and no choice uas given students 
in courses. All freshmen took geography, government, algebra, grammar, and Latin. All 

Sophomores took amgebra, Latin, literature and physics. All juniors took geometry, 
Latin, literature, and physics, and all seniors took geometry, Latin, literature, and 
botany. 

A newspaper clippin from 1906 lists 37 students in the entire four years of high 
school. Also, at that time, grades earned by each student in each subject were printed 
in the Tell City News.

This year (1965) marks the 60th year for T.C.H.S. For the first few years, the higr 
.school was housed in the Old North Building, which stood where Newman Building does now. 
From 1909 to 1928, the present Franklin Building was the high school's hone. The new 
building on Twelfth Street was occupied in 1923, with additions in 1951 and'l963. 

Our city has had eight superintendents: Chris Newman (1803 to 1923), Charles l1anncr 
(1923 to l' 29), J .S. Turner (1. 29 to 1934), Glen Trau (1934 to 1~39), 'apoleon )ixon 
(1939 to 1949), Fred Fechtman (1S49 to 1!155), Glen Bretz (: . !15 to H53), and Grady 
Swadley (1958) 

Mr. Hugh Thrasher has been serving as principal since 195G.
