CLASS HISTORY

Cannelton High School came together to form the freshman class. At 
our first class meeting we elected the following officers; Bob Guillaum, 
president; Ellis Clark, vice-president; Lee Allen Popp, treasurer; Faye 
Bolin, secretary; and Rose Marie Etienne, historian. Donald Werner and 
Carolyn Yaggi represented our class in the student council. Miss Daum and 
Mr. Yochum were chosen as our class sponsors. During the year Pat Poehlein, 
Anna Reed, Faye Bolin, and Joanne Veatch led the cheers for our freshman 
basketball team, which won the P.A.C. championship. Francis Ramsey and Anna 
Reed were elected as our basketball attendants. Faye Bolin and Wanda Hall 
were football attendants. Scholarship awards were given to Nellie 
Mccallister and Jerry Northenor. 

We entered our second year of hi~h school with a class of 54 silly 
sophornor~s. We elected the following officers; Jerry Northenor president• 
Bob Guillaum, vice-president; Pat Poehlein, secretary; and W~lly Bryant: 
treasurer. Student council members were Ellis Clark and Jerry Northenor. 
Mrs. Rabon and Mr. Ramsey were our class sponsors. Nellie Mccallister Bob 
Guillaum, and Ellis Clark participated in the All School Play We began 
this year to raise money for our junior-senior prom. Football att;ndants for 
this year were Francis Ramsey and Faye Bolin. Judy Hay and Faye Bolin were 
basketball attendants. Anna Reed became varsity cheerleader. 

The fall of 1958 saw 48 jolly juniors enrolled at Cannelton High 
School. We were proud to be upper classmen at last. We elected Donald 
Werner our president; Ellis Clark, vice-president; Lee Allen Popp, 
secretary; Jim Boggs, treasurer. Rose Marie Etienne remained historian. 
Our junior student council members were Jerry Northenor and George 
Steinsberger. Our sponsors for this year were Mr. Ramsey and Mr. Paulin. 
Rose Marie Etienne and Anna Reed were chosen football attendants. Pat 
Poehlein, Faye Bolin and Anna Reed were varsity cheerleaders. This year we 
presented the junior-senior prom. The theme for it was "Garden of Love"'. 
It was held at the Moose Home in Tell City. 

H. s. to complete one of the 
busiest and most important years of their high school careers. We received 
four students this year from Troy.

Judy 
Hay was crowned football queen and Rosalie Hess was ma~d of honor. Mary Ann 
Bubenzer was crowned basketball queen and Betty McManaway was maid of honor.
