This wa.· 
the first time in a good mLmy year: that clas. jacket: were to be seen around T.C.H.S. 

In the course of this y ar we gave a adie Haw kin: Dance and a mu:ic conte:t to raise money 
for our cla:s expen:es. These event: were successful and enjoyed by all. 

The next important event we hact coming was the Junior enior Prom. Thi. was made a gala 
affair and the good times will long be remembered by all. This entertainment was given in the high 
·chool ?..uditorium where a deliciou: lunch wa. served before the dance. Our Junior year was draw­
ing to a clo e an<l the last thing we did was to have our clas. picnic. For thi: we all journeyed to 
Lincoln .... tate Park and had a most enjoyable time - Boating, hiking and picnicking. 

We, a. enior:, are now at the head of our fleet, becam;e those ahead of us have already taken 
their place in this big world. Thi. being our la st and final year. our number ha: decreased to 75 
hard working . eniors. After . ailing succe. :full v for three years, once more we docked our ship
