Many small incidents happened during 
our four years in high school to make those 
years the most memorable in our lives, We 
won the class tourney during our freshman 
arld sophomore years, respectively, Charles 
Kendall broke the Pocket Athletic Conference 
scoring record in football. Lowell Zellers 
represneted our school in the state cross 
country me et and made a very good showing.
